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18 Volunteer for Magnolia Day 

Clean-Up; Includes 4 From Post 

 
Kudos to the four members of the Post's House & Grounds committee who, along with 10 young men from the Young 

Men’s Service League and four adults who accompanied them, showed up this past Saturday to what might best be 

described as Penny Kumpf's “Saturday morning Magnolia Landscaping Day.” 

 
Despite the early morning rain, temperatures in the low 50’s, and humidity in the 90th percentile, they worked for about 

3½ hours in the muck and mud to clear the underbrush beneath the Magnolia trees which block the view of the baseball 

field from passing traffic on Wills and Rucker roads. In addition to the general underbrush cleaning, a little extra effort 

was called for around the center field flag pole. 

 
Over time a patch of poison ivy, as well as a number of small, 3-inch or so tall trees, had started growing around the base 

of the pole and was spreading along both the right and left field fence line. 

 
Although a few more ‘volunteers’ probably would have be appreciated, Post members Ken Bauer, Alan Roberts, 

Wendell Kelly and Don Kumpf (all members of the House & Grounds committee) ‘stepped up to the plate’ for the work 

party. 

 
In addition to last Saturday’s cleanup, those who passed by or came into the Post on Monday saw a work party from 

Cumming-based Exceed Tree Care taking down a dead 70+ foot high pine tree along the fence line. In addition to 

removing the tree, they also cleaned up tree limbs and other debris around the light poles along the driveway. We 

appreciate being able to include Exceed on our ‘friends of the Post’ list noted the recently named House & Grounds 

committee chair, Penny Kumpf. 

 
Looking out a couple of months, there is some early discussion underway about a “Day of Service” being held at the 

Post on Saturday, April 25. This date coincides with the American Legion-wide Family Day which takes place annually 

on the fourth Sunday in April. 

 
Tentative planning at the Post envisions a ‘family work day’ where members of the Post 201 Family, along with 

members of the community, would participate in various campus beautification or other clean-up activities both on the 

grounds and in various buildings. They would include the deck, the main building, the concession stand, perhaps the 

press box, and the fire truck garage.
